PERSONAL GEAR CHECKLIST FOR STATE CREWS ON NATIONAL FIRE DETAILS
STATE WILL FURNINSH (MANDATORY ITEMS)

· 10 Standard Firefighting Orders – sticker and card

· 2 each Nomex fire shirts and trousers

· Fire shelter

· Hardhat with chinstrap and headlamp clips

· 1 pair of gloves, unlined leather

· 2 1-quart canteens

· Frameless soft pack (Red pack)

· Web gear with field pack

· Sleeping bag
· Headlamp
· Interagency Qualification Card (Red card)
· Tent (shared with another firefighter)

· First aid kit – one per Squad

· Portable radio with harness and spare battery – one set per Squad
· Goggles

REQUIRED BY CREW MEMBERS – YOU MUST BRING WITH YOU:

· TWO FORMS OF I.D.!  At least one photo i.d., driver’s license & social security card recommended

· Boots, heavy duty lace-up leather with hard black rubber (Vibram) sole, in accordance with USFS Guidelines for Boots for Firefighting or NFPA Standard 1977
· Belt

· Socks – at least six pairs each heavy and light work socks, cotton or wool

· Underwear – at least six sets – all cotton

· Tee-shirts – at least six – all cotton

· Towel, wash cloth, and soap

· Toothbrush and toothpaste

· Toilet kit, razor and personal hygiene items

· Lip balm and foot powder

· Mesh bag (recommended) for laundry items

· Cash - $50.00 to $100.00

· Sweatshirt or sweater
· Poncho or rain coat, preferably lightweight 

· Wrist or pocket watch

· Bandanas – at least six all cotton

OPTIONAL ITEMS – RECOMMENDED

· Fireline handbook and IRPG
· Pocket notebook and writing instruments
· Sneakers, sandals or ‘flip-flops’ for shower use
· Pocket or wrist compass
· Pocket knife or Leatherman-type tool
· Eyewash, spare prescription glasses or sunglasses
· Small flashlight
· Sleeping pad
· Long underwear and wool hat
· Nail clippers
· Moleskin
· Cheap camera – disposable type
· Credit card or calling card
· Small personal first aid kit
· Shoe grease – oil not recommended
· Needle & thread
· Short length of nylon line
· Envelopes and stamps
· Dental floss
· ‘Space” blanket
· Shorts for camp use
· Reading material 
· Religious items or text
· Hand cream
· Mouth wash
· Handi-wipes
· Aspirin or other personal medication – you will need a copy of your prescription if you are taking prescription medications
· Sunscreen
· Bug repellant
· Extra boot laces
· Vapor pad for tent floor (goes under sleeping pad)
· Plastic garbage bags
· ‘Brush’ coat or light jacket – Nomex or fire resistant
· Small box of laundry soap
PACKING NOTES FOR STATE CREWS ON NATIONAL FIRE DETAILS

· Practice packing all of your items in a duffle bag.  WITH the gear that the state provides, the maximum weight is 65 pounds, so leave room for state-issued gear and possibly a tent and squad first aid kit.  
· Commissary items are usually available on a fire within two days.  Tobacco products and candy may be provided, but the cost is deducted from your final payment.  Cash may be needed for incidental purchases while traveling or when on approved R&R.
· Avoid any expensive personal items like cameras, DVD/CD/radio or cassette players, expensive sunglasses, expensive watches, or personal heirloom items.  
IT SHOULD BE UNDERSTOOD BY ALL FIRE CREW MEMBERS THAT:

· Camp and fire activities are HIGHLY REGIMENTED.  Example: personnel always walk to fires and chores in single file.
· New Hampshire fire crews are DRY – there is to be no alcohol for the entire assignment or during travel. 
· Fire crews are restricted to camp.
· Crew Bosses and Squad Bosses are in charge of crew members at all times.  There is no deviation from this rule.
· Equipment issued to crew members by the State of New Hampshire will be required to be returned.
· Personal gear should be secured at all times.
· No special consideration will be given to any crew member.
· Communication with the outside world is not always available to crew members.
