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S-131 Firefighter Type 1 


This 8-hour course is designed to meet the training needs of the Firefighter Type 1 (FFT1).  This course is designed to be interactive in nature.  It contains several tactical decision games designed to facilitate learning the objectives and class discussion.  


Topics include:  fire line reference materials, communications, and tactical decision making.





Prerequisites:�Qualified as a NWCG FFT2. or meets NH Wildland Firefighter qualifications





S-133 LOOK UP, LOOK DOWN, LOOK AROUND


This 4-hour course examines the wildland fire environment and the indicators firefighters should observe on the fire line in order to anticipate fire behavior.

S-211 Portable Pumps and Water Usage


This 24-hour course is designed to provide students practical knowledge and application skills in portable pump operations.  Field exercises will train students in the setup and operation of a portable pump, including foam application.


Students will be required to achieve a test score of 70% or higher on individual unit tests and the final exam for NWCG certification.  Students will also be evaluated on their performance during the practical evolutions.

S-215 Fire Operations in the Wildland Urban Interface


This course is designed to assist structure and wildland firefighters who will be making tactical decisions when confronting wildland fires that threaten life, property, and improvements, in the wildland/urban interface.  �Instructional units include:  interface awareness, size-up, initial strategy and incident action plan, structure triage, structure protection tactics, incident action plan assessment and update, follow-up and public relations, and firefighter safety in the urban interface.�


Prerequisites:�Qualified as a NWCG FFT2 or meets NH Wildland Firefighter qualifications








S-231 Engine Boss  


This is a skill course designed to produce student proficiency in the performance of the duties associated with engine boss, single resource (ENGB).  


Topics include:  engine and crew capabilities and limitations, information sources, fire size-up considerations, tactics, and wildland/urban interface.





Prerequisites:�Crew Boss, Single Resource (S-230).�Qualified as a Firefighter Type 1 (FFT1).





GPS for the fire service #1 and #2


GPS#1 This course is designed to assist the firefighter with using GPS as a navigational tool. Class will be indoor and field driving.


GPS#2 This course is designed to build upon students knowledge and assist the students in using the GPS to navigate to a remote fire, size up the fire and map a fire are. This class will be involved with the large fire scenario planned for Sunday.
